Scope of Services
The consulting services (“the Services”) include, but are not limited to:
1. Review Stage 1 preliminary structural condition assessments and rapid seismic screening reports.
2. Review Stage 2 detailed structural and seismic assessment reports.
3. Review structural calculation models (ETABS, SAP2000, SCAD or similar).
4. Assess structural load assumptions, seismic coefficients, modeling methodology, and safety factors.
5. Review structural reinforcement calculations and strengthening designs.
6. Review retrofitting drawings, structural documentation, and technical specifications.
7. Ensure compliance with national construction norms (KMK, SHNK, SNIP) and applicable seismic regulations.
8. Ensure alignment with relevant international standards, where applicable.
9. Participate in technical coordination meetings with PIU, PMC, and consultants.
10. Prepare written technical comments, review reports, and monthly progress reports.

1. Duration: 6 months (with possibility of extension based on performance, project needs, and availability of funds)
2. Duty Station: Tashkent, Uzbekistan
3. The Consultant is expected to work on a full-time basis at the PIU and undertake site visits and regional missions as required.

5. Strong knowledge of national construction norms and seismic regulations of Uzbekistan (KMK, SHNK, SNIP);
6. Advanced proficiency in structural analysis software (ETABS, SAP2000, SCAD or equivalent);
7. Experience in donor-funded projects (World Bank, ADB, EBRD) is an asset;
8. Fluency in English, Uzbek, and Russian (oral and written).
